Fran Grosso and Len
Saccardo, both born in the Bronx,
New York, joined the cemetery staff
shortly after Ed Martin and Pat
Grosso became directors in 1974.

“I started out as a part-timer working
on Holiday wreaths and blankets,”
says Fran. “I liked the place so much
that it wasn’t long before 1 came on
board full-time.,” Earlier he had
owned and operated his own
automotive service station and later
on a Hess Oil dealership.

“One of the things thal impresses me
the most about the cemetery is the
number of people who attend our
various ceremonies during the year,”
says Len. “The turnouts have been
fantastic and are getting better with
each passing year. This, in my
opinion, demonstrates the love that
our customers have for their pets.”

Fran also has been touched by the

devotion that Hartsdale clients have
for their deceased pets. “Pet owners
who bring their pets to Hartsdale do
so because of the love and respect
they genuinely have for their pet,”
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he says. “Many people visit here
daily and others once a week. I
know one family who has been
coming here every Salurday after
temple since 1976 to pay tribute to
their poodle.”

“I enjoy working with the
management and staff here under
these most unique circumstances,”
savs Len. “The heartfelt concern that
is reflected by everyone here for the
grieving pet-owner is sincere. Most
of us have lost pets and can truly
understand the sadness that we
must deal with on a daily basis. No
other job that I have ever had could
have prepared me for what 1 do
here.”

Both Fran and Len have pets buried
at Hartsdale. In fact, Fran’s dog,
Brandy, served as the official mascot
here for most of his sixteen years.
Len’s canines, Scalawag and
Samatha, are both interred here, as
are his wife Betty’s previous dogs,
Booty and Ginger.

Fran has been struck by the number
of former staff members who come
back to visit each year. “It is great to
see them. They always talk about
Hartsdale, the people and the pets
with a special love. They just can
never seem to forget this place.”
